Luke 6:27-36

1. Jesus’ radical commands (vv. 27-31)

* Love those who hate you.

¢ Treat well those who mistreat you.

* Give to those who can’t give back.

¢ Give others the preferential treatment you wish they would give you.

2. The world’s insufficient standards: Everyone loves those who love them! (vv. 32-34)

3. Our embodiment of the Father’s mercy: We love our enemies because God loved us while
we were still his enemies. (vv. 35-36)

BIG IDEA:  Jesus commands his followers to show extraordinary love to the least likely
people.
